BBC precept overcharge – As discussed with Steve Summers on 30.11.21, he had no new updates on this so this will be raised at the next BBC meeting in the New Year which Jacqueline Van Mellaerts should be attending. 

Double Taxation – This was discussed with Steve Summers, BBC at a remote Zoom meeting held on 30.11.21. Further supplementary information was supplied by the PC to them on 10.12.21 which consisted of a draft revised partnership agreement which will form the basis of an SLA plus a schedule of costs covering the two main concurrent functions – grass cutting and dog and litter bin emptying. The 2022 MDL rates were submitted and the PC is pending a response and a further meeting to be scheduled in the New Year. This will need to be presented to Cllr Chris Hossack and the members for consideration. A meeting has been scheduled for 10/1/2022 at 3.30pm via Zoom.

CLERK’S REPORT (Governance)
· PC meetings – The Clerk advised that NALC was again challenging the decision to allow PC meetings to be held remotely during the current pandemic. Currently, PC meetings have to be held face to face to be considered lawful but some PC meetings could be cancelled if it was deemed dangerous or if suitable premises could not be found. Legally the PC only has to hold four Parish Council meetings per year so it is acceptable if some need to be cancelled. Some other PC’s have decided not 
to meet in December and January since the rise of the new Covid “Omicron” variant.  NB: The Statutory duty is that a local Council must meet annually. In an election year this annual meeting must take place on the day when the councillors take office, or within 14 days thereafter. In any other year it may be held on any day in May. In addition, a parish council must meet on at least three other occasions during the year and may hold as many further meetings as it pleases. 
· The National Annual Spring Clean event is being held on 25th March 2022 to 10th April 2022 - The PC Spring Clean will coincide with this. The Clerk has lots of surplus refuse sacks from last year.
